XVI Sunday in Ordinary Time  

   In a life of service, one can only get results when he knows how to cultivate one's inner life and have a close 
communion with God. That's why right after hearing the Apostles report about what they had done, Jesus 
commanded them to find a place to rest, even though that was the time when many people came to them. 
Rest is not just a normal break, but is also a time for spiritual nourishment. In solitude, God made the Apos-
tles understand: preaching the Gospel is sharing with people what we hold in our hearts. Rest time is when 
the Apostles review their lives to see what needs to be changed, what needs to be done more for missionary 
activities to be effective. That was the quiet time of the Apostles. The deserted place was also a convenient 
place for the Apostles to pray. Because prayer is also cultivating inner life. Pray for the help of the Holy Spirit. 
Pray to ask God to influence the hearts that have heard the Gospel. That is the main part for effective      
evangelization. 
   Returning to God to study, reflect and pray is necessary, every believer must do in Christian life today.     
Because we are also sent out like the Apostles of old. After a day or a week, we also need time to return to 
God to review our religious activities, study God's word and pray. Specifically, on Sunday, we have a           
convenient opportunity to live with the community, receive spiritual nourishment, and be sent by God to 
share with our brothers and sisters what we have received.

Trong cuộc sống phục vụ các tâm hồn, người ta chỉ có thể thu lượm kết 
quả, một khi biết trau dồi đời sống nội tâm, và kết hiệp mật thiết với 
Chúa. Chính vì thế mà ngay sau khi nghe các Tông đồ báo cáo về những 
việc họ đã làm, Chúa truyền cho họ phải tìm chốn nghỉ ngơi, mặc dù đó 
là lúc người ta lui tới với các Tông đồ rất đông. Việc nghỉ ngơi nói đây 
không phải chỉ là việc giải lao bình thường, nhưng còn là một thời gian 
dành cho việc bồi dưỡng tinh thần. Trong thanh vắng, Chúa cho các 
Tông đồ hiểu: việc rao giảng Tin Mừng là chia sẻ cho người ta những gì 
mình ôm ấp trong tâm hồn. Thời gian nghỉ ngơi là lúc các Tông đồ kiểm 
điểm đời sống để thấy điều gì cần sửa đổi, điều gì cần phải làm thêm 
cho sinh hoạt truyền giáo đạt kết quả. Đó chính là thời giờ tĩnh tâm của 
các Tông đồ vậy. Nơi vắng vẻ cũng là nơi thuận tiện cho các Tông đồ cầu 
nguyện. Vì cầu nguyện cũng là trau dồi đời sống nội tâm. Cầu nguyện để 
được ơn Thánh Thần trợ giúp. Cầu nguyện để xin Chúa tác động vào các 
tâm hồn đã đón nghe Tin Mừng. Đó mới là phần chính yếu để việc 
truyền giảng Tin Mừng phát sinh hiệu quả. 

Trở về với Chúa để học hỏi, suy tư và cầu nguyện là việc cần thiết, mọi 
người tín hữu phải làm trong cuộc sống Kitô hữu hôm nay. Vì chúng ta 
cũng được sai đi như các Tông đồ xưa.
